Script for when the police stop you travelling
for No Driver’s Licence, No Registration Plates, No Insurance


Getting Pulled Over

Remember, you are travelling privately; you are not “driving”, which is acting within the realms of commerce. Take a deep breath, remain calm, stay confident and firm.

Never act confrontationally. 

In legal terminology, particularly within the framework of Black's Law Dictionary, "driving" and "travelling" are distinct concepts with different legal implications. "Driving" typically refers to the act of operating a “vehicle”, often with a commercial or for-hire context. While "travelling" generally refers to the broader act of moving from place to place, it includes personal use of a “conveyance”.

DRIVER - as defined by Black’s Law Dictionary, 4th edition, page 585:
“one employed in conducting or operating a coach, carriage, wagon, or other vehicle, with horses, mules, or other animals, or a bicycle, tricycle, or motor car”.

DRIVER - as defined by Bouvier’s Law Dictionary (1914), page 940:
“One employed in conducting a coach, carriage, wagon or other vehicle”

MOTOR VEHICLE - as defined by Black’s Law Dictionary, 4th edition, page 1164:
“Any self-propelled vehicle”, defined as including every device in, upon, or by which any person or property is or may be transported or drawn upon a highway, except devices moved by human or muscular power or used exclusively upon stationary rails or tracks. The term “motor vehicles”, although sometimes regarded as synonymous with, or limited to, “automobiles,” often has a broader meaning and includes not only ordinary automobiles but also motorbikes, trucks, and motorcycles.

MOTOR VEHICLE - as defined by Bouvier’s Law Dictionary (1931):
“All vehicles or machines propelled by any power other than muscular used upon the public highways (but not over fixed rails) for the transportation of persons or property for compensation either as common carriers, private contract carriers, or hire carriers”.

TRAVELLER - as defined by Black’s Law Dictionary, 4th edition, on page 1671:
“One who passes from place to place, whether for pleasure, instruction, business or health”. 

LICENCE - as defined by Bouvier’s Law Dictionary on page 585


“A permission granted by competent authority to do an act which, without such permission, would be illegal or a trespass.”

If you get pulled over by the police, first remember to take a breath and stay calm.

Step One: 
You want everything documented for your own safety purposes, so get your phone out and press record.

As the Police Officer approaches, take another breath, wind your window down 3 - 4 inches and say:

“I’m recording this for my own safety. Will you identify yourself, please? I require your full name, your collar number, and your commanding officer's full name. Thank you.”

Then ask:

“Am I being detained or am I free to go?”

If the Police Officer says you are not being detained, you ask: 

“So, I’m free to go now?”

However, this is unlikely. So, you ask for the lawful reason you’re being pulled over. 

The Police Officer will most likely ask for your driver’s licence and insurance details.

Step Two:
Explain to the Police Officer the clear distinction between “driving”, which is a commercial action, and TRAVELLING in a private capacity.

Driving:
According to legal definitions, "driving" often implies a commercial or for-hire activity, such as operating a taxi or delivery vehicle. 

Travelling: 
“Travelling”, on the other hand, is a more general term encompassing the act of moving from one location to another. This can include personal use of a conveyance without a commercial purpose.

You now say:

“Constable, I am travelling in my private capacity. I am not engaged in any commercial activity. I do not need a driver’s license to exercise my right to travel. I’m not operating a motor vehicle as defined by law, nor am I a driver as defined by law; I am simply exercising my God-given right to travel freely and unhindered.”
“The Definition of a Motor Vehicle is something used for commerce, transporting goods or people for hire, like a taxi, bus or lorry. A driver under the same law is someone operating a vehicle for compensation. You can clearly see that these definitions do not apply to me, since I am not involved in any commercial activity whatsoever. I’m sure you understand.”

Nevertheless, the Police Officer will still probably ask for your driver’s licence.

Your reply:

“Constable, with all due respect, I am not required to provide a driver’s licence because, as you can see, I'm not engaging in any regulated commercial activity. Unless you can provide evidence to the contrary, you do not have any jurisdiction over me. Will you please cite the specific law which you assume I have violated?”

If the reason for being pulled over is speed-related, then be reasonable here because if you are doing 50mph in a 30mph limit, this is, of course, unacceptable.

Police Officer:

“You’ve been pulled over because you were speeding.” 

Your response:

“Speeding regulations only apply to drivers of vehicles engaged in commerce. Since I am not driving in a commercial activity, those rules do not apply to me. Please show me the specific law that states that travelling in my private capacity is bound by commercial speeding regulations.”

Step Three:
The possibility of arrest.
If the Police Officer ignores everything you have said and arrests you, stay calm, do not resist.

You say:

“I do not consent to any unlawful arrest or detainment. You are violating my God-given right to travel freely unhindered. This will now be addressed in a court of law”

Step Four:
The courtroom - this is where you cross-examine the Police Officer.

You ask:

“How long have you been a law enforcement officer?”

“How many speeding tickets would you say you have issued in that time?”

“Can you please define for the court, the legal definition of a motor vehicle under 18 USC section 31?”

“So, according to the legal definition, you have just confirmed a motor vehicle is a vehicle used in commerce, am I correct?”

“Can you please provide factual evidence that I was engaged in commercial activity at the time you pulled me over?”

“Please define driver as it appears in legal statutes. Does it not pertain to someone operating a motor vehicle for hire or compensation?”

A Police Officer is expected to apply the law appropriately and fulfil their responsibilities with due diligence. Failure to do so is negligent on their part. If they do not understand key aspects of the law when enforcing it, this undermines their credibility and their knowledge of the law they are attempting to enforce.

If a Police Officer has a complete knowledge of the law and confirms you were not engaged in any commercial activity, but continues to arrest and detain you, this would be grounds for negligent behaviour on their part, and your fees for remedy then apply.

Consider filing a civil rights lawsuit for violation of your human rights, through negligence and incompetence.

Step Five:
With your video evidence, the Police Officer cannot prove that you were engaged in commerce; therefore, you move for a dismissal.

“Your honour (name of Police Officer) has failed to establish that I was engaged in any commercial activity which is necessary to apply the statutes they are citing. As such, I move for immediate dismissal of the case based on lack of jurisdiction.”

Step Six:
Your counterclaim. 
You can, if you wish, file a lawsuit for violation of your civil rights under colour of law. False arrest, false imprisonment, time spent in jail, emotional distress, towing fees (if your private property, i.e. your car, was taken and impounded) and lost earnings if you missed work. Also, punitive damages, since the Police Officer acted with reckless disregard for your natural God-given rights.


Key Definitions:
Commercial vs Non-Commercial: 
The primary distinction lies in whether the activity involves commercial gain. Driving, in a legal context, often suggests a commercial undertaking. 

Rights and Obligations: 
The legal rights and obligations associated with "driving" and "travelling" can vary. Traffic laws and licencing requirements may apply differently to drivers engaged in commercial activities, compared to those travelling for personal reasons. 

Right to Travel: 
Some legal interpretations emphasise a common law right to travel, which is distinct from the statutory requirements associated with "driving". 

Example: A delivery driver making commercial deliveries would be considered "driving" under the law. However, someone using their personal conveyance to visit a friend would be regarded as "travelling".

CASE LAW

Murdock v. Pennsylvania
Emphasis that a state cannot impose a licence tax on activities protected by the Constitution.

Kent v. Dulles 357 U.S. 116 
The court ruled that the right to travel is a part of the “liberty” protected by the Fifth Amendment, and no citizen can be deprived of this right without due process of law.

Taylor v. Swift
The court held in effect the same as the Illinois court. It was there held that the use of the streets by the user of an automobile in his own business, or for pleasure, was an inherent right.

Supreme Court Ruling 
No state government entity has the power to allow or deny passage on the highways, byways or waterways, transporting his vehicles and personal property for either recreation or business, but being subject only to the regulation, safety, caution traffic light speed limits be in excess of safety travel is not a privilege requiring licensing vehicle registration of forced insurances.
